Change Your Clock/Change Your Battery

This is a safety reminder to all citizens that it is time to change the battery in your smoke detector. On November 6, Daylight Savings Time will end and
it will be time to turn your clock back one hour. It is a recommended practice to change the battery in all smoke detectors in your home on the same day.
Following this practice each time you change your clock will always keep fresh batteries in your smoke detectors. Smoke detectors should be tested once

a week to ensure that they are working properly.

Cayce citizens without a smoke detector can contact the Department of Public Safety’s Community Services Unit to request a smoke detector be
installed in their home at no charge.

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SCDNR Hunter’s Education
Course Offered in Cayce

The Cayce Department of Public Safety’s Community Services Unit
is offering an opportunity for young hunters from the Cayce/West
Columbia area to participate in the South Carolina Department of
Natural Resources Hunter’s Education Course.

The South Carolina Hunter’s Education Course is available to
hunters throughout the state. The curriculum was designed by SCONR
and is written on a sixth grade reading level. Students who need help
understanding the curriculum may ask an instructor for assistance.

Currently, the Cayce Department of Public Safety has two certified
Hunter's Education instructors who will lead the class. If students
are under age twelve, they must be accompanied by a parent or legal
guardian. Students will be given a thirty-minute lunch break and must
provide their own lunch.

To register for the class, go to the SCONR website at www.dnr.sc.gov
and click on the “Education” button. Chose “Hunter’s Education,” and
in the “Instructor-led Classes section, click on the class calendar. Find
a class on the calendar, click on it, then click on “Yes, register me,” and
fill out the form to register. Future courses in the City of Cayce will be
scheduled and posted on the SC DNR web-site. Additional questions
can be forwarded to the Cayce Department of Public Safety Community
Services Unit at 739-0684.
