The Brickworks site is rich in history. Built ca. 1900, this site served as home to the Guinyard Brick Works, which produced bricks for many buildings constructed in Columbia and throughout South Carolina from ca. 1900 through the mid-twentieth century. Today, the property is still home to the 4 original kilns used to manufacture the bricks. 

Currently, the Brickworks Development is home to a newly constructed 3 story Southern First Bank, which also includes suites available to other businesses.
